Preemergence Application

(Conventional Tillage)

Important: Crop injury may occur from appli-
cations made to poorly drained soils and/or
applications made under cool, wet condi-



tions. Risk of crop injury can be minimized by
using on well drained soils, planting at least
1.5 inches deep, using high quality seed and
completely covering seeds with soil prior to
preemergence applications. Treated soil that
is splashed onto newly emerged crops may
result in temporary crop injury.

Moisture is necessary to activate Chateau
Herbicide SW in soil for residual weed con-
trol. Dry weather following applications of
Chateau Herbicide SW may reduce effec-
tiveness. However, when adequate moisture
is received after dry conditions, Chateau
Herbicide SW will control susceptible ger-
minating weeds. Chateau Herhicide SW may
not control weeds that germinate after appli-
cation but before an activating rainfall/irriga-
tion or weeds that germinate through cracks
resulting from dry soil.

For best results, ChateauHerbicide SW should
be applied as part of a burndown program to
actively growing weeds. Applying Chateau
Herbicide SW under conditions that do not
promote active weed growth will reduce her-
bicide effectiveness. Do not apply Chateau
Herbicide SW when weeds are under stress
due to drought, excessive water, extremes in
temperature, disease or low humidity.

Preemergence Application

(Conventional Tillage)

To ensure uniform coverage, use 10to 30 gals
of spray solution per acre for conventional
tillage applications. Nozzle selection should
meet manufacturer’s gallonage and pressure



recommendations for preemergence herbi-
cide application.

Burndown Application

(Prior to Crop Emergence)

To ensure thorough coverage in burndown
applications, use 15 to 60 gals spray solution
per acre. Use 20 to 60 gals per acre if dense
vegetation or heavy crop residue is present.
Nozzle selection should meet manufactur-
er's gallonage and pressure recommenda-
tions for postemergence herbicide applica-
tion. Do not use flood jet nozzles.

Postemergence Application (Emerged Crop)
Check use directions for specific crops in
which Chateau Herbicide SW can be applied
postemergence. To ensure thorough coverage
in burndown applications, use a minimum of
15 gallons spray solution per acre. Use a min-
imum of 20 gallons per acre if dense vegeta-
tion or heavy crop residue is present. Nozzle
selection should meet manufacturer’s gallon-
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age and pressure recommendations for pos-
temergence herbicide application.

ADDITIVES

Burndown Application

(Prior to Crop Emergence)

Postemergence control of weeds from
Chateau Herbicide SW tank mixes will
require the addition of an agronomical-
ly approved adjuvant to the spray mixture.
When an adjuvant is to be used with Chateau
Herbicide SW, Valent recommends the use
of a Chemical Producers and Distributors
Association certified adjuvant. Either a crop
oil concentrate or methylated seed oil which
contains at least 15% emulsifiers and 80%
oil or a non-ionic surfactant at 0.25% v/v,
may be used when applying Chateau Her-
bicide SW as part of a burndown program.
Some tank mix partners, such as Roundup®
Power Max®, are formulated with sufficient
adjuvants and do not require the addition
of a crop oil concentrate, methylated seed



oil or non-ionic surfactant when tank mixed
with Chateau Herbicide SW. The addition of
a crop oil concentrate or methylated seed oil
may increase the burndown activity on cer-
tain weeds such as cutleaf eveningprimrose
and Carolina geranium. Mixing compatibil-
ity qualities should be verified by a jar test.

A spray grade nitrogen source (either ammo-
nium sulfate at 2 to 2.5 Ibs/A or a 28 to 32%
nitrogen solution at 1to 2 qts/A) may be added
to the spray mixture along with either a crop
oil concentrate, methylated seed oil or non-
ionic surfactant to enhance weed control. The
addition of a nitrogen source does not replace
the need for a crop oil concentrate, a methyl-
ated seed oil or a non-ionic surfactant.

JAR TEST TO DETERMINE COMPATIBILITY OF
ADJUVANTS AND CHATEAU HERBICIDE SW
When using Chateau Herbicide SW and an
adjuvant, such as in stale seed bed, layby,
hooded/shielded or reduced tillage situations,

a jar test should be performed before mix- ”

ing commercial quantities of Chateau Herbi-

cide SW, when using Chateau Herbicide SW

for the first time, when using new adjuvants
or when a new water source is being used.

1. Add 1 pt of the water to a quart jar. The
water should be from the same source
and temperature as which will be used in
the spray tank mixing operation.

2. Add 1 g of Chateau Herbicide SW to the
quart jar for every 3 oz of Chateau Herbi-
cide SW per acre being applied (4 g if 12
oz/A is the desired Chateau Herbicide SW
rate), gently mix until product goes into
suspension.

3. Add 60 ml (4 Thsps or 2 fl 0z) of the crop
oil or methylated seed oil to the quart jar
or 1 ml of non-ionic surfactant if it is being
used in place of oil, gently mix.

4. If nitrogen is being used, add 16 ml (1 Tbsp
or 0.5 0z) of the 28 to 32% nitrogen source
to the quart jar. If ammonium sulfate is
being used, add 19 g AMS to the quart jar
in place of the 28 to 32% nitrogen.



5. Place cap on jar, invert 10 times, let stand

for 15 minutes, evaluate.

An ideal tank mix combination will be uni-

form and free of suspended particles.

If any of the following conditions are

observed the choice of adjuvant should

be questioned:

a) Layer of oil or globules on the mix-
ture’s surface.

b) Flocculation: fine particles in suspension
or as a layer on the bottom of the jar.

c) Clabbering: thickening texture (coagu-
lated) like gelatin.

SPRAYER PREPARATION

Before applying Chateau Herbicide SW,
start with clean, well maintained applica-
tion equipment. The spray tank, as well as
all hoses and booms, must be cleaned to
ensure no residue from the previous spray-
ing operation remains in the sprayer. Some
pesticides, including but not limited to, the
sulfonylurea and phenoxy herbicides, (i.e.,

6.
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Classic® and 2,4-D respectively) are active
at very small amounts and can cause crop
injury when applied to susceptible crops. The
spray equipment must be cleaned according
to the manufacturer’s directions for the last
product used before the equipment is used to
apply Chateau Herbicide SW. If two or more
products were tank mixed prior to Chateau
Herbicide SW application, the most restric-
tive cleanup procedure should be followed.

MIXING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Fill clean spray tank 1/2 to 2/3 of desired

level with clean water.

If a drift retardant is to be used, add 10 |bs

of spray grade ammonium sulfate per 100

Agitation should create a rippling or
rolling action on the water surface.

. If tank mixing Chateau Herbicide SW with

other labeled herbicides, add water sol-
uble bags first, followed by dry formu-
lations, flowables, emulsifiable concen-
trates and then solutions. Prepare no
more spray mixture than is required for
the immediate spray operation.

. Add any required adjuvants.
. Fill spray tank to desired level with water.

Agitation should continue until all spray
solution has been applied.

. Mix only the amount of spray solution that

can be applied the day of mixing. Chateau
Herbicide SW should be applied within 6
hours of mixing.

SPRAYER CLEANUP

Spray equipment, including mixing vessels
and nurse tanks, must be cleaned each day
following Chateau Herbicide SW application.
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following steps must be used to clean the
spray equipment:
. Completely drain the spray tank, rinse the

sprayer thoroughly, including the inside
and outside of the tank and all in-line
screens.

. Fill the spray tank with clean water and

flush all hoses, booms, screens and noz-
zles.

. Top off tank, add 1 gal of 3% household

ammonia (or equivalent) for every 100 gals
of water, circulate through sprayer for 5
minutes, and then flush all hoses, booms,
screens and nozzles for a minimum of 15
minutes. If diaphragms are being used on
the spray boom, loosen diaphragms before
flushing the spray system, allowing clean-
ing solution to spray through the open dia-
phragm. If spray lines have any end caps,
they must be loosened before flushing the
system, allowing cleaning solution to spray



through the loosened caps. To enhance
removal of Chateau Herbicide SW from the
spray system, add a tank cleaner such as
"Valent Tank Cleaner” from Valent U.S.A.
LLC, in place of ammonia and allow the
cleaning solution to remain in the pressur-
ized spray system (spray tank, hoses and
boom) overnight before flushing the sys-
tem for a minimum of 15 minutes.

4. Drain tank completely.

5. Add enough clean water to the spray tank
to allow all hoses, booms, screens and
nozzles to be flushed for 2 minutes.

6. Remove all nozzles and screens and rinse
them in clean water.

Spray equipment, including all tanks, hoses,

booms, screens and nozzles, should be thor-

oughly cleaned before it is used to apply
postemergence pesticides. Equipment with

Chateau Herbicide SW residue remaining in

the system may result in crop injury to the

subsequently treated crop.
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APPLICATION EQUIPMENT

Application equipment should be clean and
in good repair. Nozzles should be uniform-
ly spaced on boom and frequently checked
for accuracy.

BROADCAST APPLICATION

Apply Chateau Herbicide SW, and Chateau
Herbicide SW tank mixes, with ground equip-
ment using standard commercial sprayers
equipped with flat fan or flood nozzles (pre-
emergence applications only) designed to
deliver the desired spray pressure and spray
volume.

BAND APPLICATION

When banding, use proportionately less
water and Chateau Herbicide SW per acre.
The rate of Chateau Herbicide SW required
per acre, when applied as a banded appli-
cation, can be calculated with the follow-
ing formula:

AERIAL APPLICATION

Spray drift away from the site of application

may cause damage to non-target vegetation.

To minimize drift, apply the largest droplet

size consistent with uniform coverage and

satisfactory weed control. To obtain satisfac-
tory application and avoid drift, the following
directions must be observed:

*Do not apply during low-level inversion
conditions (including fog), when winds are
gusty or under other conditions that favor
drift. Do not spray when wind velocity is
less than 2 mph or more than 10 mph.

* Do not apply this product by air within 40 ft of
non-target plants including non-target crops.

* Carrier Volume and Spray Pressure: \When
used as part of a burndown weed control
program, apply Chateau Herbicide SW in 7
to 10 gals of water per acre.

ing nozzles away from the air stream as
much as possible and by avoiding exces-
sive spray pressure. Use nozzles that pro-
duce flat or hollow cone spray patterns.
Use non-drip type nozzles, such as dia-
phragm type nozzles, to avoid unwanted
discharge of spray solution. The nozzles
must be directed toward the rear of the air-
craft, at an angle between 0 and 15° down-
ward. Do not place nozzles on the outer
25% of the wings or rotors.

¢ Adjuvants and Drift Control Additives:
Refer to tank mix partner’s label for adju-
vant recommendation. Drift control addi-
tives may be used. When a drift control
additive is used, read and carefully observe
the cautionary statements and all other
information appearing on the additive label.

CHEMIGATION

Follow all label recommendations for crops

regarding rates, timing of application, spe-

cial instructions and precautions.
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Apply this product only through center pivot
systems. End guns must be turned off due to
uneven application. Do not apply this product
through any other type of irrigation system.
Crop injury, lack of efficacy or illegal pes-
ticide residues in the crop can result from
non-uniform distribution of treated water.

The system must be properly calibrated (with
water only) to ensure that the amount of
Chateau Herbicide SW applied corresponds
to the recommended rate.

Apply Chateau Herbicide SW in 1/2 to 3/4
inches of water during the first sprinkler set.
Allow time for all lines to flush the herbicide
through all nozzles before turning off irrigation
water. To ensure the lines are flushed and free
of remaining herbicide, a dye indicator may
be injected into the lines to mark the end of
the application period. Once chemigation has
begun, the run must be completed to ensure
no product is left in the system.

Special Precautions for Chemigation

1. Do not connect an irrigation system (includ-
ing greenhouse systems) used for pesticide
application to a public water system unless
the pesticide label-prescribed safety devic-
es for public water systems are in place.

2. A person knowledgeable of the chemi-
gation system and responsible for its
operation or under the supervision of the
responsible person, shall shut the system
down and make necessary adjustments
should the need arise.

3. The system must be free of leaks and
clogged nozzles.

4. The pesticide must be supplied continu-
ously for the duration of the aqueous appli-
cation. An uneven application may cause
injury to the crop or poor weed control.
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. Agitation must be maintained in the nurse

tank.

. The sprinkler chemigation system must con-

tain a functional check valve, vacuum relief
valve and low pressure drain appropriately
located on the irrigation pipeline to prevent
water source contamination from backflow.

. The pesticide injection pipeline must con-

tain a functional, automatic, quick closing
check valve to prevent the flow of fluid
back toward the injection pump.

. The pesticide injection pipeline must con-

tain a functional, normally closed, sole-
noid operated valve located on the intake
side of the injection pump and connect-
ed to the system interlock to prevent fluid
from being withdrawn from the supply
tank when the irrigation system is either
automatically or manually shut down.

. The system must contain functional inter-

locking controls to automatically shut off the
pesticide injection pump when the water



pump motor stops, or in the case where
there is no water pump, when the water
pressure decreases to the point where pes-
ticide distribution is adversely affected.

. Chemigation systems connected to the

public water system must contain a func-
tional, reduced pressure zone, backflow
preventer (RPZ) or the functional equiv-
alent in the water supply line upstream
from the point of pesticide introduction.
As an option to the RPZ, the water from
the public water system should be dis-
charged into a reservoir tank prior to pes-
ticide introduction. There shall be a com-
plete physical break (air gap) between the
outlet end of the fill pipe and the top over-
flow rim of the reservoir tank of at least
twice the inside diameter of the fill pipe.
All chemigation systems connected to
the public water system must also fol-
low restrictions listed in the preceding
section titled “Special Precautions for
Chemigation”



APPLICATION WITH DRY BULK
FERTILIZERS

Dry bulk fertilizer may be impregnated or
coated with Chateau Herbicide SW. Applica-
tion of dry bulk fertilizer with Chateau Herbi-
cide SW provides weed control equal to, or
slightly below, the same rate of Chateau Her-
bicide SW applied in liquid carriers, due to
better coverage with application via spray
equipment. Follow label recommendations
for Chateau Herbicide SW regarding rates,
special instructions, cautions and special
precautions. Apply 400 to 700 Ibs of the fer-
tilizer/herbicide mixture per acre to obtain
adequate soil coverage. Apply the mixture to
the soil with properly calibrated equipment
immediately after blending. Uniform appli-
cation of the herbicide/fertilizer mixture is
essential to prevent possible crop injury and
to obtain uniform weed control.

Ammonium nitrate and/or limestone should
not be used as the sole source of fertilizer, as
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the Chateau Herbicide SW may not adhere to
these materials.

Compliance with all Federal and State reg-
ulations relating to blending pesticide mix-
tures with dry bulk fertilizer, registrations,
labeling and application are the responsibil-
ity of the individual and/or company offering
the fertilizer and Chateau Herbicide SW mix-
ture for sale.

Chateau Herbicide SW must be premixed
with water to form a slurry prior to impregna-
tion on dry bulk fertilizer. For best results, use
a minimum of 1 pt of water for each 2 oz of
Chateau Herbicide SW. A minimum of 6 pts of
the Chateau Herbicide SW slurry should be
used to impregnate 2000 Ibs of the fertilizer
for uniform coverage of the fertilizer. Closed
drum, belt, ribbon or other commonly used
dry bulk blenders may be used.

The amount of Chateau Herbicide SW required
can be calculated with the following formula:

Thoroughly clean dry fertilizer blending
equipment after Chateau Herbicide SW has
been placed in the system to avoid injury
to sensitive crops that may be treated with
fertilizers blended after the equipment has
been used for Chateau Herbicide SW. Rinse
the sides of the blender and the herbicide
tank with water. Then impregnate the rinsate
onto a load of dry fertilizer intended for an
approved crop. Use a maximum rate of 1
gal of rinsate per ton of fertilizer. Follow with
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1to 2 loads of unimpregnated fertilizer in the
blender before switching herbicides.

accordance with the most restrictive labeled
limitations and precautions.

TIMING TO WEEDS

Burndown — Dormant Asparagus, Postemer-
gence to Weeds

Chateau Herbicide SW may be used for
residual weed control, as well as to assist
in postemergence burndown of many annu-
al and perennial weeds where asparagus is
dormant. For control of emerged weeds, tank
mix Chateau Herbicide SW with paraquat.
Refer to paraquat label for recommended
rate and application parameters. To ensure
thorough coverage, use a minimum of 15
gals of spray solution per acre. Chateau Her-
bicide SW tank mixes applied to assist in the
control of emerged weeds must be applied
with a non-ionic surfactant at 0.25% v/v. A
spray grade nitrogen source (either ammoni-
um sulfate at 2 to 2.5 Ibs/A or 28 to 32% nitro-
gen solution at 1 to 2 gts/A) may be added to
increase herbicidal activity.

CARRIER VOLUME AND SPRAY PRESSURE
Hooded, Shielded and Layby Application

To ensure thorough coverage in hooded,
shielded and layby applications, use 15 to 30
gals spray solution per treated acre. Use 20
to 30 gals per treated acre under heavy weed
pressure. Nozzle selection should meet man-
ufacturer’s gallonage and pressure recom-
mendations for application method being
used. Do not use “Flood Jet” nozzles, as they
tend to increase the chance of crop injury.
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ADDITIVES

Hooded, Shielded and Layby Application
Weed control from hooded, shielded or layby
application of Chateau Herbicide SW in cot-
ton requires the addition of an agronomical-
ly approved non-ionic surfactant to the spray
mixture. Non-ionic surfactant must contain
at least 80% active ingredient. Mixing com-
patibility qualities should be verified by a jar
test.

Preemergence — Dormant Mint,
Preemergence To Weeds

Apply Chateau Herbicide SW to dormant
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mint for the preemergence control of weeds
listed in Table 7. Fall applications of Cha-
teau Herbicide SW, followed by a sequen-
tial application in the Spring, have resulted in
better Summer annual weed control than a
single Fall or single Spring application.

Fall application is most effective for Fall ger-
minating weeds such as groundsel. Fields
plowed or harrowed after a Chateau Herbi-
cide SW application will result in less effec-
tive preemergence activity. In furrow irri-
gated fields, corrugating that is done after
a Chateau Herbicide SW application will
expose untreated soil and break the herbi-
cide barrier resulting in poor weed control.

* Do not apply more than 24 oz of Chateau
Herbicide SW per acre during a 12 month
period, except bushberries; for bushberries
do not apply more than 12 oz of Chateau
Herbicide SW per acre during a 12 month
period.

* Do not make a sequential application with-
in 30 days of the first application, except nut
trees, do not make a sequential application
within 60 days of the first application.

* A maximum Chateau Herbicide SW rate of
6 0z/A per application should be used on

any soil that has a sand plus gravel con-so

tent over 80% if bushes, trees or vines are
less than 3 years of age. (Two applications
of 6 0z/A in a 12 month period can still be
made as long as there have been 60 days
between applications).

* Do not apply to farm alleys or roads where
traffic may result in treated dust settling
onto crops or other desirable vegetation.

* Do not apply within 300 yards of non-dor-
mant pears.

* Raise mower height during all mowing to
reduce dust. Dust created by mowing can
drift onto desirable vegetation resulting in
injury.

Dust created by
mowing may drift onto desirable vegetation
resulting in injury.



* Follow the most restrictive label limitations
and precautions of the tank mix product(s)
being used.

* Avoid direct or indirect spray contact to
foliage and green bark (non-barked trunk
and non-barked vines with the exception of
undesirable suckers).

For bushberries, grape, nut trees (includ-
ing pistachio), olive, pomegranate and non-
bearing fruit trees, Chateau Herbicide SW
should be applied as a uniform broadcast
application to the orchard or vineyard floor
or as a uniform band directed at the base of
the bush, trunk or vine. For pome fruit and
stone fruit, Chateau Herbicide SW can only
be applied as a uniform band directed at the
base of the trunk prior to “pink bud” in apples
and “bud break” in stone fruit and pear. The
preferred application timing for Chateau Her-
bicide SW is in the fall to maximize the poten-
tial for rainfall to activate and set the herbi-
cide.

Preemergence Application

(to weed emergence) applications of Cha-
teau Herbicide SW should be made to a
weed-free soil surface. Preemergence appli-
cations of Chateau Herbicide SW must be
completed prior to weed emergence. Mois-
ture is necessary to activate Chateau Her-
bicide SW on soil for residual weed control.
Dry weather following application of Cha-
teau Herbicide SW may reduce effective-
ness. However, when adequate moisture is
received after dry conditions, Chateau Her-
bicide SW will control susceptible germi-
nating weeds.

Postemergence Application
Apply 6 to 12 0z (0.188 to 0.38 Ib ai/A) of Cha-
teau Herbicide SW per broadcast acre plus



an adjuvant (0.25% v/v non-ionic surfactant
or 1 qt/A crop oil concentrate). The addition of
an adjuvant enhances Chateau Herbicide SW
activity on emerged weeds. Thorough spray
coverage is necessary to maximize the post-
emergence activity of Chateau Herbicide SW.

Refer to Table 8 for weeds controlled by the
residual activity of Chateau Herbicide SW.
Chateau Herbicide SW should be tank mixed
with a labeled burndown herbicide for control
of the emerged weeds listed in Table 9. Refer
to tank mix partner’s label for additional weed
species and increased weed heights claimed.
Refer to tank mix partner's label for addition-
al restrictions, including minimum carrier vol-
ume and crops in which tank mix partner may
be used. Burndown tank mix partners include
glyphosate, paraquat, 2,4-D and RELY®. Tank
mixes with glyphosate or 2,4-D containing
products are not recommended during the
period after bloom through final harvest to
ensure crop safety from drift.
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Residual weed control will be reduced if
vegetation prevents the Chateau Herbicide
SW from reaching the soil surface. If vege-
tation is heavy, it is recommended to use a
burndown herbicide with Chateau Herbicide
SW and make a sequential Chateau Herbi-
cide SW application prior to the emergence
of new weeds.

Carrier Volume and Spray Pressure

To ensure thorough coverage in burndown
applications, use a minimum of 15 gallons of
spray solution per acre. Use higher gallon-
age if dense vegetation or heavy crop resi-
due is present.

Nozzle selection should meet manufacturer's
gallonage and pressure recommendations.
Banded Application

Rates listed in Table 9, Weeds Controlled by
Postemergence Activity of Chateau Herbi-
cide SW Tank Mixes, refer to a broadcast
application covering the entire acre. Refer

* Do not apply to grapes established less
than 2 years unless they are trellised at
least 3 ft from the soil surface or are pro-
tected from spray contact by non-porous
wrap, grow tubes or waxed containers.
